Numbers must be firmly attached. 
Membership cards must be shown to the Stewards by the Competitor before each class. All membership numbers must be written next to the person named on the entry sheet in the Industrial Section.

In each class, the judge’s decision is final.

CLASS 1 STOCKJUDGING – Wednesday 4th May at 7.30pm by kind permission of Mr. and Mrs. M Johnston, Peterill Side, Southwaite 
No stockjudging cards will be given out to competitors after the judging has started. Competitors will only be allowed to communicate with the Judge and Steward while judging. Once a placing card has been handed to the judge, it may NOT be returned. Failure to adhere to the rules will lead to disqualification. White coats must be worn by all competitors. General Stockjudging rules (except linear assessment): Inspection time = 10 minutes including handling. Reasons = 2 minutes (Time faults of 2 points per 15 seconds or part thereof over). PARENTS, ADVISORY AND HELPERS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN THE STOCK AREA PRIOR TO OR DURING THE JUDGING.

CLASS 2 – EFFICIENCY WITH SAFETY
a) JUNIOR : Cycling Safety and Handling (NFYFC + NAFD)

One junior member is required to complete the following tasks:


Task 1: The competitor is required to carry out daily safety checks on a bicycle and demonstrate knowledge and understanding of cycle safety equipment. Competitors will be required to adjust the bicycle saddle to a suitable position for a particular rider. (10mins to complete task 1, with a further 5mins to record their findings)

Task 2: Using the competitors own bicycle, he or she will be asked to ride their bicycle as directed by the competition judge (incorporating the 6 tasks as outlined in the NFYFC rules) (10mins will be given to complete task 2)
b) INTERMEDIATE: Team to consist of 2 members (1 male, 1 female). 1 member to drive a Landrover and trailer around an obstacle course and 1 competitor to reverse back along the same course. Engine to be switched off in between. FULL DRIVING LICENCE TO BE SHOWN ON THE DAY.  (NAFD)
c) SENIOR: Team to consist of 2 members (1 male, 1 female). 1 member to drive a tractor and cattle trailer around an obstacle course and 1 competitor to reverse back along the same course. Engine to be switched off in between. FULL OR TRACTOR DRIVING LICENCE TO BE SHOWN ON THE DAY.
CLASS 3 – ATV CHALLENGE 

Team of 2 competitors must hold a full tractor or car driving licenses to be shown on the day. One competitor will be required to drive an ATV through a set course, negotiate various obstacles and terrain. The other competitor will be required to reverse the ATV through one part of the same course. The course will include the use of a trailer. Marks will be deducted if either the ATV or trailer hits any set obstacles. The number of attempts at each obstacle will also be taken into consideration. The emphasis of this competition will be on skill, balance and safe operation of the machine and will not be judged on speed. The team will be expected to complete a First Aid task see rules. Competitors are to provide and wear head protection. Helmets to be to the current British Standards at the time of the competition.
CLASS 4 – FARM PLANNING 
a) Farm Business Development (NFYFC): 
b) Mock Auction: Open – 1 member to value 15 items you may expect to see at a farm sale. To be held at Petteril Side by kind permission of the Johnston Family on Tuesday 26th April, 2011.

c) Auctioneering: Open – 1 member to auction an item randomly on the Field Day. Items will be selected by drawing a lot number.
CLASS 5 – SHEEP SHEARING  
a) Machine – Open Team of 2, 1 member to shear 2 sheep and the other competitor is to wrap the 2 fleeces. Certificate of competence to be shown. Hand piece, comb and cutters to be supplied by the competitor. Eliminator to be held on Wednesday 17th May 7.00pm PROMPT 2010 at Greenquarries, Rosley by kind permission of Messrs Hetherington. Top 4 teams to re-compete at the Field Day.
b) Hand – Open 1 member to shear 2 sheep and wrap fleeces. Certificate of competence to be shown. Hand shears to be supplied by the competitor. To be done at the Field Day – no eliminator.

CLASS 6 – GENERAL ANIMAL HEALTH QUESTIONAIRE

1 member – Open. To complete a multiple choice questionnaire on the day (approx 20 questions)
CLASS 7 – SITUATIONS VACANT

1 intermediate member is to write a hand written letter of application including CV, for one of the three vacancies supplied. Papers must be handed into the County Office by 4pm on Friday 29th April 2010. Competitor is to attend a short interview on the day. Appearance will be taken into consideration. Maximum interview time 10 minutes.
CLASS 8 – SKILLS 

a) JUNIOR: The competitor is to create an A3 collage depicting their favourite musical. Competitor must provide their own materials. Points will be given for imagination, relevance to their chosen musical and variety of materials used. (30mins allowed)

b) INTERMEDIATE: The competitor must make a puppet of a Disney character to be made from scratch (those using ready bought kits will be penalized). The choice of character is the competitor choice. Competitor to provide their own equipment. (30mins allowed)

c) SENIOR: The competitor must make 2 pieces of jewellery (a choice of a necklace, a bracelet, a pair of earrings or a brooch) suitable for a musical premiere. Competitors are to provide their own materials. Those using ready bought kits will be penalized. (30mins allowed)

CLASS 9 – CARPENTRY

Open. A team of 2 members to make an object out of wood on the day. The judge will design 1 object for clubs to make. Competitors are to provide all materials and tools etc. (manual hand tools only allowed NO power tools) Instructions and wood list to follow. Teams will have points deducted if they don’t tidy up after themselves and take the carpentry away at the end of the day.
CLASS 10 – CLUB EXHIBIT – THEME “MUSICALS” – NAFD + NFYFC
Each exhibit to depict the theme of “Musicals.” Maximum dimensions 1 metre x 1 metre x 1 metre. All work must be the work of 1 club and must have been completed during the current competition year. PARENTS, ADVISORY AND HELPERS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO HELP COMPETITORS SET THE EXHIBIT UP. 5 items are to be judged individually (to be clearly marked on the display) and then on attractiveness, originality and ingenuity and relevance to the theme. Displays must include the following:
· Poster advertising the show
· Mask or Headdress from the show

· Popcorn Model – photo evidence to be shown that it was made by competitor
· Four Mounted photographs – digital or film photos  - mounted on card or similar
· Posy for leading lady
CLASS 11 – MALE FLORAL ART – THEME “THE JUNGLE BOOK” 
FLOWERS MUST NOT BE PRE-CUT BEFORE THE COMPETITION. 20% OF MARKS WILL BE DEDUCTED IF IN THE JUDGES OPINION THE FLOWERS HAVE BEEN PRE-CUT. 1 male member (open). To be judged from the front only.

Table space allowed 75cm wide x 60cm deep x unlimited height. All the work assembling and arranging the materials must be carried out on the day. Competitors to wear white coats. Maximum time allowed 1 hour with a further 10 minutes to check that the arrangements have not been disturbed during clean up.
CLASS 12 – FLORAL ART – NFYFC 
FLOWERS MUST NOT BE PRE-CUT BEFORE THE COMPETITION. 20% OF MARKS WILL BE DEDUCTED IF IN THE JUDGES OPINION THE FLOWERS HAVE BEEN PRE-CUT. 
Table space allowed 75cm wide x 60cm deep x unlimited height. All the work assembling and arranging the materials must be carried out on the day. Competitors to wear white coats. Maximum time allowed 1 hour with a further 10 minutes to check that the arrangements have not been disturbed during clean up. Accessories are allowed to complement the theme. The display will be viewed from all sides therefore back boards are not allowed.
a) JUNIOR: A bouquet for leading lady/man with the theme “Musical”
b) INTERMEDIATE: A Centre Piece for an Aftershow Party “Musicals” – An Exhibit
c) SENIOR: A Display on a Pedestal to the theme “Musicals” – an Exhibit
CLASS 13 – COOKERY AND COOKERY QUESTIONNAIRE – THEME “MUSICALS” – NFYFC

Team of 3 members. (1 junior, 1 intermediate and 1 senior) to prepare four dishes for a Dinner for an After Show Party - to include at least one savoury and one sweet dish. Each dish will be required to serve two people. A dish may include more than one item that’s forms a total and a drink does not count as one dish. Two gas rings are allowed – to be supplied by the competitors. No other heat is allowed and electricity is not available. Competitors to provide all ingredients (These may be brought to the competition already weighed out and vegetables ready washed. Maximum display size 90cm (width) x 60cm (depth). Menu card, details of recipes and costings and nutrient card must be displayed. Recipes must be available throughout the practical session. Maximum time 1 hour to include preparation and tidying of the site. Display boards may be set up outside the hour. Cookery questionnaire may be completed outside the time scale. Competitors must wear white coats and hair nets / hats. PARENTS, ADVISORY AND HELPERS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO HELP COMPETITORS SET THE EXHIBIT UP.
CLASS 14 – COOKERY – OPEN ‘READY STEADY COOK’ NAFD

Competitors to bring individual store cupboard ingredients. Prepare and present 2 dishes with a maximum budget of £10. On the day the competitor will be provided with 3 ingredients: 1 meat, 1 vegetable and 1 fruit, which must be added to your recipes. Bring own gas ring (2 max) and all equipment needed. The completed meal is then to be displayed for judging within an area with a maximum size of 50com x 50cm. Competitors should also display their dishes with a display card detailing their dish titles. Receipts and costings should also be displayed. (Competitors will have maximum 1hour to cook and display their 2 dishes and clean away their working area.)

CLASS 15 – MINI DIGGER DRIVING - NAFD

1 member aged 17 years or over. The competitor is required to operate a mini digger as directed by the judge. The mini digger will remain stationary at all times – only the boom arm will be operated by the competitor for the tasks, as instructed by the judge. The competitor will be allowed to 15 minutes to complete the tasks. The judge may disqualify/stop competitors if deemed to be operating in an unsafe manner. Full driving license to be shown on the day. 
CLASS 16 – CUMBERLAND ANS WESTMORLAND WRESTLING (certificate of attendance must be shown)
a) Mens: Under 9.5 stone

b) Mens: Under 11.5 stone

c) Mens: Over 11.5 stone

d) Ladies: Under 10 stone

e) Ladies: Over 10 stone
CLASS 17 – TUG OF WAR – NFYFC + NAFD

a) Mens: Team of 8 not exceeding 680kg (NFYFC + NAFD)
b) Ladies: Team of 8 not exceeding 580kg (NFYFC + NAFD)
Teams to consist of 8 members. A maximum of 2 members per team may be between the ages of 15 and 18 years old. The remainder of the team must be over 18 years of age. No steel toe capped boots are to be worn.
c) Junior : Team of 7 (minimum) to 10 (maximum) 
(NAFD)
Teams to consist of 7-10 members. Members must be at least 12 years old on the day of competitions and must not have reached their 17th birthday. The team weight is 560kg. For every girl in the team the weight can increase by 10kg, up to a max weight of 600kg. Top 3 from each class to go to County Final on 4th June
CLASS 18 – ARM WRESTLING 
Competitor to be aged 18 years or over.

CLASS 19 – CROSS COUNTRY - NAFD
Course to be set by the judge on the day.

b) Ladies – Aged 18 or under
CLASS 20 – BOLSTER AND BAR

Competitor to be aged 16 years or over. Shoes must not be worn while competing.

CLASS 21 – FOUR LEGGED RACE – NAFD
A team consisting of one junior member, one intermediate member and one senior member are required to have their legs taped together to make 4 legs. The team will be lined up at the starting line and will have to race over a distance of 100 metres. The winning team will be the fastest to cross the line.
CLASS 22 – ADVISORY OBSTACLE RACE – THEME “DISNEY”

2 Advisory/Club Leaders. To dress up to the theme of “DISNEY”. 50% of marks for the fancy dress and 50% for the race. Race to be completed in full fancy dress.

CLASS 23 – MEMBERS RELAY RACE – THEME “MUSICALS” 
Team of 6 members. (2 juniors, 2 intermediates and 2 seniors, to include 3 male and 3 female). 50% of marks for the fancy dress and 50% for the race. Race to be completed in full fancy dress. 
CLASS 24 – CUMBERLAND DIALECT COMPETITION

1 member – Open. “A story to involve Cumberland and Westmorland wrestling” Minimum 70 words. Maximum 100 words. To be handed to the County Office by Friday 29rd April 4.00pm. Also to be performed at the Field Day
CLASS 25 – NATURE CHALLENGE 
Team of 1 junior member and 1 senior member to:
1 junior member to follow a country trail, obeying the country code and answer questions at various points en route.
1 senior member to identify 6 Native British Birds and complete a questionnaire. Maximum of 15 minutes will be allowed. There will be 6 birds each worth 10 points.
CLASS 26 – AEROBICS- 
Team of 6 members open, to include 2 males. Maximum time 5 minutes. Maximum performing area 10m x 10m. Marks will be awarded on dress. Competitors to supply own music but CD player will be provided. 
CLASS 27 – SONG FROM A MUSICAL 
Team to be a minimum of 4 members and maximum of 6 members. (2 junior’s 1 male and 1 female and 2 intermediate/senior 1 male and 1 female). Maximum time 5 minutes. Maximum performing area 5 metres wide by 3 metres deep. Members are to perform a song on the day along with a routine of their choice to the theme “A Song from a Musical”. Competitors to supply their own music on a CD and C.D. Player and micro-phone will be provided.
CLASS 28 – KARAOKE COMPETITION – Venue TBC – Friday 29th April

Maximum of 4 competitors. Members will be asked to choose a song from the list provided on the night. All Equipment supplied.
CLASS 29 – 16 AND UNDER LIMBO – NAFD

 Lowest limbo wins 

CLASS 30 – OVER 16S LIMBO – NAFD

Lowest Limbo Wins
CLASS 31 – GENERATION GAME

Team of 2 (1 male and 1 female). 1 member must be under the age of 21 years and 1 member over 21 years old. Competitors will be asked to copy a task / skill on the day.
CLASS 32 - OPEN SHEAF THROWING – NAFD

Sheaf of straw to be tossed over an ever increasing height bar. Highest throw wins. In the event of a tie break situation, competitors will be asked to throw the sheaf a distance, with the furthest distance winning.
CLASS 33 – OPEN HAIR STYLE

A male competitor must create a hairstyle of a female member or club leader for a “Leading Lady of a Musical” Competitors must bring and use their own equipment. No electrical/gas equipment allowed. They will have a maximum of 30 mins.
CLASS 34 – JUNIOR BLUE PETER CHALLENGE – NAFD

Team of 4. A musical themed make on the day from supplied recycling/rubbish, all materials will be provided. Teams will have a maximum of one hour to complete the task. There are no size restrictions on the team’s creation.
CLASS 35 – BOAT RACE – 
Team of 6 members (1 junior, 1 intermediate, 1 senior, 3 open and at least one male and one female competitor). Each member of the team will be required to consume 1 pint from a selection of 6 different non alcoholic drinks. Each member will be required to choose a different drink. The drinks will be consumed consecutively. Teams will be timed from the first person starting their drink until the last person has consumed all their drink. Time will be added at the discretion of the judges for spillage / waste.

CLASS 36 – TREASURERS COMPETITION

Club Treasurer to bring rough notebook of transactions, cashbook, paying in book and bank statements to the last one issued. Judge to examine books followed by a short interview. Maximum time 15 minutes.
INDUSTRIAL SECTION

ITEMS TO BE JUDGED MUST HAVE BEEN MADE BT THE COMPETITOR IN THE YEAR OF THE COMPETITION.
All membership numbers must be written next to the persons name on a green competition label. The green competition labels must be folded, sealed and attached to the exhibit.

CLASS 37 – MINUTES BOOK
Club secretaries to exhibit the 2009/2010 minutes book. Minutes must be typed and presented in a folder.
CLASS 38 – SCRAPBOOK

From Field Day 2010 to Field Day 2011. To be handed in to the County Office by Friday 29rd April 4.00pm.
CLASS 39 - OPEN ICED CAKE – THE WIZARD OF OZ - NAFD
Competitors are to exhibit an iced cake to the theme “The Wizard of Oz”. A dummy cake may be used. Any type of icing is acceptable . Handmade accessories allowed. Cake must fit in a space maximum of 30cm x 30cm (inclusive of boards, icing, accessories etc). No height restriction given. Judged on appearance.
CLASS 40 – OPEN HOME MADE JAFFA CAKES IN A HANDMADE BOX
4 homemade Jaffa cakes of any size to be displayed in a handmade box. 
CLASS 41 – OPEN 4 SQUARES OF CARROT CAKE
4 squares of iced carrot cake to be displayed on a doily. MUST NOT CONTAIN NUTS. 
CLASS 42 – JUNIOR DECORATED CUPCAKES – TO THE THEME “THE LION KING” – NAFD

4 cupcakes decorated in the theme of ‘The Lion King’. There is no size restriction on the cupcakes but they must fit within a maximum space of 30cm x 30cm. Any type of icing and any handmade decoration is permitted on the cupcakes.
CLASS 43 – OPEN 1LB WHITE HEDGEHOG LOAF

Must be made by using Carr’s Flour. Carr’s flour bag to be displayed.

CLASS 44 – OPEN 4 CHEESE SCONES

To be displayed on a napkin. 
CLASS 45 – OPEN STRIPEY JELLY - NAFD
Open stripy jelly in a standard pint glass.
CLASS 46 – OPEN LEMON CHEESECAKE
Lemon Cheesecake max size 10” to be displayed on a doily.
CLASS 47 – JUNIOR PUFF PASTRY CHEESE & ONION PASTIES - NAFD
2 Puff Pastry Cheese & Onion Pasties, to be displayed on a napkin. Pasties must be no longer than 20cm. Judged on taste & appearance.
CLASS 48 – INTERMEDIATE PUFF PASTRY SAUSAGE ROLLS – NAFD
2 sausage rolls to be made from puff pastry, to be displayed on a napkin. The sausage rolls should be no longer than 15cm long. Judged on taste and appearance.
CLASS 49 – SENIOR HAM & EGG PIE - NAFD
Competitors will be required to make and display a ham & egg pie following the recipe provided only. Any detected deviation from the set recipe will be disqualified by the Judge. To be judged on overall taste and appearance.  
CLASS 50 – JUNIOR HAND DRAWN TICKET FOR A DISNEY MUSICAL– NAFD
Competitors will be required to hand draw a ticket to a Disney Musical. Competitors may use computer graphics for text only. Maximum size is A5 (pencil, pen, pastel and paint permitted).
CLASS 51 – INTERMEDIATE PROGRAMME COVER FOR A DISNEY MUSICAL- NAFD 
Competitors will be required to hand draw a programme cover to a Disney Musical. Competitors may use computer graphics for text only. Maximum size is A5 (pencil, pen, pastel and paint permitted).

CLASS 52 – SENIOR HAND PAINTED DECORATED SOUVENIR T SHIRT FOR A DISNEY MOVIE – NAFD

Competitors are required to hand decorate a plain t-shirt in a design which is representative of a souvenir to a Disney Musical. Competitors may use computer graphics for text only. (Pencil, pen and paint permitted)
CLASS 53 – ‘GREASE’ –YOUR INTERPRETATION – NAFD
Competitors will be required to display a mounted photograph with the caption theme of ‘Grease’. The photograph may be in colour or black and white. The photo exhibited should be a maximum of A4 inclusive of any mounting.
CLASS 54 – OPEN YFC COMIC STRIP - NAFD
Competitor is to hand draw 3 cells. The 3 cells displayed can be black and white or in colour. No computer graphics are permitted. Overall 3 cells should fit on one A4 sheet maximum.
CLASS 55 – OPEN A2 FASHION BOARD - NFYFC
Competitors are to create a fashion mood board displaying a costume from a musical of their choice. Each board should be A2 in size and should include the following 4 items:
· A hand drawn picture of the costume, including colour.

· Samples of the materials intended for the costume.

· A computer generated/sourced picture of any accessories

· Summary of the picture to show why and what you have drawn.

Artwork may be mounted but NOT framed. The title of the artwork is to be on the board and must be within the A2 size allowed. 
CLASS 56 – OPEN A3 FASHION BOARD – NAFD
Competitors are to create a fashion mood board displaying an outfit to worn to an awards ceremony. Each board should be A3 in size and should include the following 4 items:

· A hand drawn picture of ‘an outfit to be worn to an awards ceremony’, including colour.

· Samples of the materials intended for the costume.

· A computer generated/sourced picture of any accessories

· Summary detailing how the outfit will be made.

Artwork may be mounted but NOT framed. The title of the artwork is to be on the board and must be within the A3 size allowed. 
CLASS 57 – OPEN DISNEY CUSHION COVER - NAFD 
Competitors are to design and sew a cushion cover to display a Disney Movie. The design can be put onto the material in any way. The cover will be judged on its design and interpretation and ALSO the durability along with size and style. The cushion cover is to be displayed with cushion filler inside. Overall Size 40cm x 40cm.
CLASS 58 – OPEN RE-CYCLED METALWORK SCULPTURE 

Competitors to exhibit free standing metalwork sculpture out of re-cycled metal, to the theme “a musical instrument”. Size not to exceed 1 metre cubed, Max weight 15kgs.
CLASS 59 – JUNIOR WOODWORK CANDLESTICK – BEAUTY AND THE BEAST- NAFD
Competitor is required to make a wooden candle stick, which may be waxed or polished. Competitors must include an A4 storyboard detailing how it was made and illustrated with photographs. The completed candlestick should be no more than 30cm high or 30cm in diameter.
CLASS 60 – INTERMEDIATE WOODWORK OLIVER’S BOWL - NAFD
Competitor is required to make a wooden bowl, which may be waxed or polished. Competitors must include an A4 storyboard detailing how it was made and illustrated with photographs. The completed bowl should be no more than 30cm x 30cm.

CLASS 61 – SENIOR WOODWORK MILKING STOOL FROM OKLAHOMA – NAFD
Competitor is required to make a wooden milking stool, which may be waxed or polished. Competitors must include an A4 storyboard detailing how it was made and illustrated with photographs. The completed milking stool should be no more than 40cm x 40cm x 40cm.

Open-typed report with CD copy and no more than 300 words. Not to be judged. Points awarded for entry. Points deducted if CD copy not provided.
